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Installation Instructions: 

 

1. Shift vehicle transmission into “PARK”. Turn key to 

“OFF” position and remove from vehicle. 

 

2. Install six 1.75” Clamps (Item #2) to the Roof prior to 

placing on vehicle. Each 1.75” Clamp (Item #2) uses 

two Domed Nylon Washers (Item #4), two Lock 

Washers (Item #5) and two Button Head Hex Screws 

(Item #6). Be sure to position clamp so hinged piece 

opens in the direction as shown. Do not fully tighten 

fasteners yet.

3. Place Roof onto the vehicle roll cage. Position front 

clamps first, then rear clamps.

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4. Insert Rubber Spacer (Item #3) into each Clamp. Then 

loosely install a Lock Washer (Item #5) and Button 

Head Hex Screw (Item #6) into each Clamp to hold it 

closed. The two remaining Rubber Spacers can be 

discarded.

5. Align and center Roof to desired position before tight-

ening hardware.
