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                       Removal of Stock Exhaust: 
 

1. Remove the sensor from the muffler inlet pipe. 
 

2. Remove the rubber isolator from the hangers on the outlet end of the muffler, then 

remove the limiter bracket by removing the three (3) screws. Keep the isolator as it will be 

reused. Refer to Figure 1 
 

3. Loosen and remove the bolts (2) and springs (2) securing the muffler inlet flange to the 

front pipe. Keep the hardware as it will be reused. Refer to Figure 2 
 

4. Remove the rubber isolator (do not discard) from the inlet side of the Muffler, then 

remove the muffler. 
 

                    Installation of MBRP Exhaust: 
 

1. Install one of the rubber isolators onto the hangers of the Inlet Pipe, then install the 

isolator onto the vehicle hanger. Put the Inlet Pipe flange in place onto the front pipe, 

(ensure the stock gasket is on the end of the front pipe) and secure it by loosely installing 

the bolts (2) and springs (2). Refer to Figure 3. 
 

 

2. Install the other rubber isolator onto the hangers of the Muffler Assembly and slide the 

Clamp onto the muffler inlet. 

 

3. Put the Muffler Assembly in place by sliding the inlet over the Front Pipe and installing 

the rubber isolator onto the vehicle hanger. Refer to Figure 4. 
 

4. Centre the Muffler Assembly, and then fully tighten the Clamp and flange hardware on 

the Inlet Pipe. Refer to Figure 4 
 

5. Reinstall the sensor into the port on the Inlet Pipe.

In order to maintain optimal performance, the spark arrestor 
screen should be cleaned after every 30-35 hours of use. 
 
 

 
 

Clean-out Instructions: 
 
Make sure the vehicle is cool before completing the clean-out procedure. 

 

1. Using a 4mm hex key, remove the 4 screws securing the outlet cap or tip.  

    (Figure 1) 

 

2. Remove the outlet cap to expose the spark arrestor screen insert. 

    (Figure 2) 

 

3. Remove the screen insert. (Figure 3) 

 

4. Using a wire brush, thoroughly brush the screen to remove residue. 

    (Figure 4) 

 

5. Replace the screen and cap. 

 

6. Tighten the screws to 60 in-lbs (6.8 Nm). 
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
