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RACK INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS FOR MUD4880

Hardware:

(4) U-Clamps

(4) 5/16" x 2-1/2" Hex Bolts

(4) 5/16" Nylock Nuts

(4) 5/16" SAE Flat Washers

(4) 5/16" USS Flat Washers

(4) 3/4" x 3/4" Plastic Spacers

(4) 3/4" x 3/4" Square Plastic Tube End Plugs

STEP 1: Insert the square plastic end plugs in the open end of the tubes and lightly tap in.

STEP 2: Position front rack on factory rack. Square end faces the driver. Center rack from side to
side on the factory rack.

STEP 3: Position u-clamps around factory rack tubing and align with the diamonds hole in mesh
rack. Use the plastic spacer between the u-clamp and the mesh. Piace the larger of the washers on the
bolt and then place the bolt down through the basket, spacer and u-clamp using the small washer on the
bottom with the nylock nut. Do this in four locations and tighten.
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
